1 Introduction

This format is to be used for submissions that are published in the conference proceedings.  We wish to give this volume a consistent, high-quality appearance. We therefore ask that authors follow some simple guidelines. In essence, you should format your paper exactly like this document. The easiest way to do this is simply to download a template from the conference web site, and replace the content with your own material. The template file contains specially formatted styles that will reduce your work in formatting your submission. The first paragraph of any section should use style “Body Begin.”

The second and subsequent paragraphs of a section should use the style “Body.”

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2 Figures and Tables

There are styles for both figure and table captions (“Figure Caption” and “xTable Caption”, that should automatically number correctly. Figure captions are below the figure (see Figure 1), and table captions are above (see Table 1). 

Leave a blank line (or adequate space) before figures, and center figures if they are smaller than the column width. Use the “Body” style for the paragraph that follows a figure or table.

A note on pasting figures into your document. In some cases, if you paste a figure into a “Body” style paragraph, using the “in line with text” layout, your figure will appear cut off. Select the figure and choose the “Normal” style for the figure, and all should be well.
